Student Expectations in Mr. Brown’s Classroom
This class will use the Positive Behavior Support model. Students will be encouraged to use positive behavior. In each of the classroom expectations students will be exposed to examples of negative and positive behavior. The consequence is enforced for negative behavior. Positive behavior will be awarded by an accumulation of plus’s in the grade book. This plus’s in the grade book will be kept to monitor a student’s behavior. Parents and administrators will be notified of the student’s positive behavior. 
	Student Expectation #1: Students will develop a respect for others and their school.


	Examples of Negative Behavior

- Calling a person an inappropriate name.
- Making a person the brunt of a joke or cruel statement.

- Defacing school property other than your own.

- Play fighting or physically touching another student.

- Blurting out comments without being called on.


	Examples of Positive Behavior

+ Complimenting someone, holding the door or materials for someone, and respectfully address students and adults.

+ Being mindful and helpful to assist a fellow class mate who is need. (Ask teacher before you give another student anything.)

+ Keep your area clean and put back materials.

+ Raise your hand if not called on to contribute to class discussion.
+ Calm down before retaliating to any physical or verbal encounter. Tell them to stop nicely; if they do not then you need to notify the teacher immediately.

	Outcome of Negative Behavior

Referred and sent to office immediately. Receive a negative sign in the grade book.
	Outcome of Positive Behavior

Receive a plus sign in the grade book.


	Student Expectation #2: Students will develop and display a productive mentality.


	Examples of Negative Behavior

- Not having supplies out when bell rings.
- Talking to another student or someone not in the class.

- Tardy.
- Cell phone use.
	Examples of Positive Behavior

+ Have supplies out on desk and starting the bell ringer or first task that is on the board when the bell rings.

+ Working and participating quietly and appropriately.

+ Arrives on time to class and ready to work.

	Outcome of Negative Behavior

Starting the referral process at Step 1 moves to Step 2 on the next occurrence.
	Outcome of Positive Behavior

Receive a plus sign in the grade book.


	Student Expectation # 3: Students will develop responsible behavior.


	Examples of Negative Behavior


- Distracting other students and effecting learning.

- Having difficulty turning in assignments on time or in the right place.

- Does not practice good or appropriate study skills. 
	Examples of Positive Behavior

+ Actively participating.
+ Be a productive part of a team

+ Meeting the deadlines for assignments.

+Takes time to prepare for quizzes and test outside of school.

+ Exhibits good study skills.

	Outcome of Negative Behavior

Grade will be effected continued neglect will result in a conference with student and parent. The conference will be scheduled to discuss measures that can be taken to have all parties on board to see an in improvement in student performance.  
	Outcome of Positive Behavior

Receive quality grades and continue to stay on track. Student will see an increase in performance on quizzes and tests. Parents will be notified of students continued achievement.
